If that’s not weird enough, this last example was
the coincidence that had motivated me to write
this article. Chatting with an old college mate, |
was recently reminded of the college job | had in
1970, as house manager of the Nakamura Coop
at the University of Michigan. | had been elected
to the position despite my lack of handiness at
maintenance jobs, a major part of its
responsibilities. | quickly learned that the old
building’s heating system involved a boiler
needing frequent, time-consuming draining, a
task which | came to detest mightily.
